As Derby Days grew, the systems behind it didn’t.
The event relied on spreadsheets, manual updates,
and disconnected tools to manage donations,
teams, ad sales, and logistics which made it
increasingly difficult to scale and keep participants
engaged in real time.
That experience led me to build derbydays.org, a
centralized web app I’ve been developing over the
past 7 months to run the entire philanthropy in one
place. The platform supports donation tracking, ad
and t-shirt sales, live standings, team and user
management, and even a live fantasy sports–style
draft for one of the events.
